-All fasteners must be tensioned to manufacturer’s torque settings.

Fitting Instructions:
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PFF57-101 FRONTWISHBONE FRONT BUSH

Contents (parts per pack):

4 x Polyurethane Bushes

4 x Zinc Plated Mild Steel
Washers

2 x Stainless Steel Sleeves

1 x PTFE/Silicone Grease

Remove the wishbone from the vehicle.

Remove the original rubber bush from the front of the

wishbone along with its metal outer shell. The rubber

part of the bush will most likely come out quite easily,

leaving the shell in the arm. This will then need to be

cut out.

NB. Our bushwill not �t correctly if this shell is not

removed.

Clean any dirt and corrosion from the wishbone, and

/le away any sharp edges using a rounded /le.

Push the two new polyurethane bushes into the

empty hole of the wishbone until 0ush.

Apply some of the supplied PTFE/Silicone grease to

the bore of the bushes prior to pressing in the sleeves.

The remaining grease can be applied to the end faces

of the bushes.

Add the washers to the end of each bush and position

this to the vehicle.

Re/t the arm to the vehicle’s subframe and tension all

hardware to the manufacturer's recommended torque

settings.
