Fitting Instructions:
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BUSHES

Contents (parts per pack):

4 x Polyurethane A Bushes

4 x Polyurethane B Bushes

4 x Zinc Plated Mild Steel Washers

4 x Stainless Steel Sleeves

2 x PTFE/Silicone Grease
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1. Remove the arm from the car and then remove

the existing rubber bushes including the

original outer shell that you will be replacing.

2. Make sure the bores, and any area the bush will

have contact with, is cleaned of any debris, rust

or sharp edges

3. Push the 4 Polyurethane bushes into the arm

making sure that the B parts are facing the

inside of the arm

4. Apply the provided grease to the bore of the

bush and push the stepped sleeve into the bush

5. Once the sleeve is pushed through the bushes,

apply a small amount of grease to the face of

the B bushes.

6. Use the applied grease to hold the mild steel

washers in place for /tting.

7. When /tting the arm back grease the end faces

of the A bushes before placing /tting back on to

the car.

8. Tension all hardware to manufacturers

recommended torque settings.
