-wheel alignment to be checked and adjusted as required after any

suspension work.

-All fasteners must be tensioned to manufacturer’s torque settings.

Fitting Instructions:

1. Remove the original rubber bush from the rear

trailing arm.

2. Clean any dirt and corrosion from the bore of the arm

and �le o� any sharp edges.

3. Push the polyurethane parts into the bore of the arm,

so the lip sits �ush against the arm.

4. Apply some of the supplied grease to the bore of the

bush and insert the stainless steel sleeve into the bore

of the bush so that it sits �ush.

5. Re�t the rear trailing arm back onto the vehicle and

tension all hardware to manufacturers recommended

torque settings using the supplied M12 bolts and

nylocks.
