PFR19-1918 REAR ANTI ROLL BAR TO LINK ROD BUSH

Fitting Instructions:

1. Remove the rear anti roll bar to link rod

from the car and remove the old rubber

bushes from the link rod.

2. Separate the original washers and nut from

the rubber bushes as the original washers and

nut needs to be reused.

3. Clean any dirt or corrosion from the link

rod.

4. Re-�t the original washers and push the

new PU bush into the link rod. Fit back link

rod to the anti roll bar and then

push the other PU into the link rod.

5. Use the original washer and nut to secure

the link rod to the anti roll bar and the car.

6. Tension all hardware to manufacturers

recommended torque settings.
